What is a hatchery? A hatchery is a place where fish eggs are
collected and kept until they hatch. The young fish are fed and cared
for in the hatchery until they grow bigger.

A hatching jar is a place where fish eggs
are kept until they hatch.




Fish eggs are kept inside the hatchery. Newly hatched fish are called fry. They are
very small. The fry grow larger in hatchery ponds. These larger fish are called

fingerlings because they are the size of your finger!

Fingerlings are taken out of hatchery
ponds in the fall. Workers put
thousands of fish into a truck and
take them to lakes and ponds across
the state.
